How to Register to Vote

As of 2012 the following changes:

· Residency requirement is now 28 consecutive days.

· An elector can no longer use a corroborating witness.

· A first time elector must provide acceptable forms of “proof of residence” as outlined below:

1. A current and valid WI driver’s license showing town residency.

2. Real estate tax bill.

3. A receipt for gas, electric, telephone service 

· Voters are required to provide their most recent address where they were previously registered to vote.  There is a fillable form GAB 131 at  http://gab.wi.gov/forms
· Must show Photo Id and sign the poll book before issued a ballot.  

· Accepted Photo ID’s are:

1. WI Drivers License (if current with current address- it is all you need)
2. WI DOT – issued Photo ID

3. Passport

4. Military ID card

5. Certificate of Naturalization issued within the last two years.  

6. Unexpired WI drivers license or state Id receipt.

7. Id card issued by a federally recognized Indian tribe in WI.

8. Unexpired Id issued by a WI accredited university or college that contains an issuance date, student signature and expiration date within two years of issuance along with separate document showing proof of current enrollment.

· Absentee requirements:  Requests are restricted to two weeks before election and ends Friday 5:00 p.m. before election and begins again on Election Day.  No registration or absentee voting can take place on the Saturday, Sunday or Monday before election. Requests by mail must be accompanied by photocopy of an acceptable form of ID.  Requests for absentee ballots must be in writing to the town clerk.  There is a fillable form GAB 121 at http://gab.wi.gov/forms
1. Photo ID will be required for mail-in absentee voting.  Starting in 2012, the elector must enclose a copy of his/her proof of identification as listed above. 

2. However, if an elector applies for an absentee ballot in an electronic manner and the elector has not enclosed a copy of his/her proof of identification with his or her application, the elector must enclose a copy of proof of identification with the absentee ballot.

3. Absentee ballots that are postmarked by Election Day and received by a municipal clerk by 4 p.m. on the Friday after any election must be counted, if all other absentee ballot requirements are met.

4. Absentee ballots requests made by email or fax do not need an original signature.

5. Starting with the spring 2012 election, clerks can only email or fax absentee ballots to military and overseas electors.

· The G.A.B. has revised the registration form to require voters to provide their former registration address and to specify the penalty for falsifying a registration form.

· In-person absentee voting begins the third Monday before the election.

· Moves September Partisan Primary from 2nd Tuesday in September to 2nd Tuesday in August.

· Moves nomination paper filing to April 15th through June 1st.

· Municipal clerks must send absentee ballots no later than the 47th day before partisan primary and general elections.

· For Military of Overseas Electors please contact your Town Clerk for changes.
